Fais ce que dois – Monifieth High School’s motto
This week, all pupils at Monifieth High School took part in assemblies where they were introduced to the new Head Teacher, Mrs McInally, who told pupils how proud she was to have been appointed as Head Teacher of Monifieth High School and reminded them about what they need to do to be successful in school.  The motto of Monifieth High School is “fais ce que dois” – French for do what you must.  However, in our ever changing society, this is sometimes not enough, so Mrs McInally asked pupils also to adhere to the four values of the Scottish Mace:  ‘Wisdom – work hard to achieve your best’ was the first value that the young people were invited to think about.  Pupils were reminded that success is achieved through hours of dedicated practise and that maintaining the correct mindset for learning is important.  ‘Justice – be fair to others and yourself’ represented the second value of the Mace.  Being part of the whole community is important to pupils from S1 right through to S6.  The importance of acting appropriately and demonstrating high moral standards both in the school and when they are wearing their school uniform in the community was highlighted to all pupils.  The third value which contributes to the school motto is ‘compassion’.  Being part of a caring environment has huge impacts on a large group of people.  Pupils were asked to care about others around them, about their education, the school community of which they are part of and the environment in which they live.  The final value on the Scottish Mace is ‘integrity’.  This gives Monifieth High School’s young people the chance to stand out and be honest and trustworthy.  Being a good role model helps in many areas in life and will help lead pupils to success.  Pupils were reminded that, above all, honesty and the ability to do what is makes a person stand out and helps guide them to success.

Mrs McInally ended the assemblies with an emphasis on the litter problem that has plagued Monifieth High School for the past few years.  The young people were reminded of their duty as responsible citizens to tidy up after themselves and not to dispose of their litter on the streets.  A stern approach will be taken to those who are caught dropping litter within the school community.

Regular assemblies will take place throughout the school year where pupils will be reminded of these values and their duty to themselves to do their best and achieve all they can during their time at Monifieth High School.
